These children are precluded from attending other 
camps, but can attend the Double H because of the high  
quality medical care they receive while in attendance.  
The Ranch also offers family based support weekends in 
the spring and fall for families facing critical illnesses and 
the loss of loved ones. All programs are completely FREE 
OF CHARGE.

Adaptive Winter Sports Program
The Adaptive Winter Sports Program offers children 6–18 
with life-threatening illnesses the opportunity to participate 
in various winter sports in the beautiful Adirondack Moun-
tains. Each participant is matched up with at least one 
instructor and all of the necessary equipment is provided. 

Our Adaptive Winter Sports Program is coordinated by 
Ranch staff, but the magic that takes place on the slopes 
is made possible through the efforts of our many Winter 
Volunteers! All of our instructors are trained by PSIA  
instructors and the program is supported by the National 
Ski Patrol. The following activities take place during our

We are always looking for caring 
individuals to come for one of our sessions and serve as 
an assistant counselor or volunteer nurse. There are many 
people who come on a part-time basis and help with 
a large number of tasks including: greeting the children 
upon arrival, helping in the Happy Barn with our animals, 
facilitating Arts & Crafts projects with the children, pre-
paring and serving meals and offering assistance to our 
housekeeping staff between sessions.
